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Where did we come from?

The story began in 1995 when the Shering Collection, which had been started more than 30 years before, was offered to the town of Fordingbridge.
The first problem was to find a home for the collection. The current building in Kings Yard was purchased by the County Council for the collection. The Museum is now entirely run by volunteers and receives no council funding.
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The Shering collection is mainly from the local area. It is a unique record of social and domestic life, spanning more than 200 years. It includes photographs and documents as well as artefacts, large and small from homes, farms and businesses. The collection forms the basis of the Museum, which has seen continual development over the years.

Not all the items can be displayed in the space available, many are in store. The displays are changed from time to time, to show some of the stored items and to make return visits more interesting. 
The care of the artefacts, the displays, the stewarding of the museum, stalls at local fairs and fundraising events are all achieved by the generous giving of time and skills by the Museum Friends and other volunteers. 
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Why Be a Friend? 

The main benefit of being a Friend of Fordingbridge Museum is a sense of belonging and supporting the Museum which has become a valuable feature of the town. It is run entirely by volunteers.

Our friendly organisation produces newsletters with articles of local interest and details of talks, our fundraising activities and social events.
